● Running every hour on the hour on weekdays, every half 

hour on weekends, final tour leaving at 4:30pm. 

● Groups size: 25 People max.

● Available in English & French

● Professionally guided tours led by volunteer garden 

society members through Commissioners Park, 

providing visitors with in-depth historical and 

horticultural knowledge of the different tulip varieties 

within the festival. Highlights include the Queen Juliana 

Gift Bed, The Man with Two Hats historic statue and 

Heritage Canada’s Dutch-Canadian War Brides Display.
