
With a government-issued photo ID, citizens can check into hotels, check into 
airports and check into every voting booth in America. Additionally, such a 
card would free citizens from the grasp of payday lenders and prevent Form 
I-9 fraud. Not everyone has such a photo ID. That is the problem to solve, 
rather than fighting over whether photo IDs should be required. 

All Americans are already entitled to a free social security card. Adding a 
photo for any citizen who wants one, is a simple, low-cost solution.  

No one should be denied a voice in our government because of a lack of 
photo ID. Simply making a photo ID available for every citizen would empower 
millions to participate fully in the promise of America. 

Former Presidents Jimmy Carter, Bill Clinton and George W. Bush have 
endorsed the idea of adding a photo to the Social Security card. Mr. President, 
don’t forget what you often say: “I always keep my promises.”
